HORSE TRAIL CLASS DESCRIPTIONS 

Class No.1 (Children under the age of 16) – gait between obstacles – TROT

No.2 – Wooden bridge – walk

No.5 – Pen – trot

No.6 – Gate – walk

No.7 – Bell – walk

No.8 – Earthenware jug – halt from trot

No.9 – “L” shape corridor – walk

No.10 – Drums – trot

No.18 – Switching a glass from the tip of a pole to another – halt from trot


Class No.1 (A and A1) – gait between obstacles – TROT

No.2 – Wooden bridge – walk

No.5 – Pen – trot

No.6 – Gate – walk

No.7 – Bell – walk

No.8 – Earthenware jug – halt from trot




No.10 – Drums – trot

No.11 – Backing up in “L” shape corridor – walk

No.14 – Removing a goad from a drum – walk

No.15 – Placing a goad in a drum – walk

No.18 – Switching a glass from the tip of a pole to another – halt from trot


Class No.2 (Class B riders) – Speed class

No.2 – Wooden bridge

No.4 – Jumping over bales of straw

No.5 – Pen 

No.6 – Gate 

No.7 – Bell

No.8 – Earthenware jug 

No.10 – Drums

No.13 – Side-stepping (Lateral work) over a log

No.14 – Removing a goad from a drum 

No.15 – Placing a goad in a drum 


SPEED CLASS JUDGING

Every obstacle is valued separately, giving penalty points for each mistake. According to 
Horse Trail rules Annex No. 1 in a Speed Class no penalty points are given for choice of gait 
or a transition. The winner of the Class is a participant, which is the fastest and has the least 
penalty points.


Divisions:

Class A – who have not yet participated in official competitions.

Rider cannot participate in Class A longer than two years if in one of the years he has got 
1.-3. Place overall in this competitions Class A division.   

Class A1 – without limitations, competes at the same level of difficulty as Class A

Class B – without limitations

Children under the age of 16 – are competing only in the Ease of Handling Trail
